First Mach 3+ Flight of the XB-70A Valkyrie

The North American Aviation XB-70A Valkyrie was the prototype

version of the proposed B-70 nuclear-armed deep penetration bombg¢

for the United States Air Force’s Strategic Air Command.idyes

by North American Aviation in the late 1950s, the Valkyrie was a
large six-engined aircraft able to fly Mach 3+ at an altitaftié0,000

ft, which would have allowed it to avoid interceptors, the only
effective anti-bomber weapon at the time.

The introduction of high altitude surface-to-air missiles, the pro-
gram’s high development costs, and changes in the technologica
environment with the introduction of ICBMs led to the cancellation of
the B-70 program in 1961. Although the proposed fleet of operationa
B-70 bombers was cancelled, two prototype aircraft were buitlieas t
XB-70A and used in supersonic test flights from 1964 to 1969.

XB-70A #1 was completed 7 May 1964 and it first surpassed Mach
3 on 14 October 1965 by reaching Mach 3.02 at 70,000 ft. The #2
aircraft crashed in 1966 after being hit by an F-104 flying in close
formation with a number of other aircraft around the XB-70A. The #1
aircraft is on display at the National Museum of the UnitedeStAtr
Force at Wright Patterson AFB in Dayton, Ohio.

Flyspecks and Other Oddities
By Albert Hansor

At the membership meeting held on March 22, | did a program or]
Austrian flyspecks and other varieties from the period of 1915 through
1923. For most specialists in a country, this is what makes coflect
fun and interesting.

lllustrated at left is one of the
items which was displayed at
the membership meeting. It is
a block of four showing how
plate nhumbers were inscribed.
Unlike US stamps with printed
plate numbers, the block shows
the plate number scratched into
the stone which was used to
make the plate.

Another item, shown below, has a label attached to the stamp callg
an 'Andreas Cross'. An Andreas Cross was used by Austria to fill a

sheet of printed stamps to make an even number of stamps. Th
would mean that a sheet of stamps would be, for example 100 insted
of 104, for easy counting.

Flyspecks are printing varieties which can do things like add a
mustache to a woman's portrait, add a beard to a child, or create ne
designs which were never intended to be produced. If you ask an
collector who specializes in a country, they will be able toytell
about interesting design flaws in the country or countries they special
ize in.

A number of these varieties have even picked up a number o
nicknames, such as 'Cross in Trees', 'Waterfall', 'Missingutiméa
any number of similar terms. Don't let the term fool you. Even if
reference name is not in English, there are numerous resources to he
you decipher the term.

Since most dealers don't have time to specialize in a country, quit
a number of them can be found in dealer's junk boxes or in theit
regular stock. Most of these flyspecks are not expensive.

In fact, some stamps with the highest number of flyspecks have
been issued in the billions. Due to the sheer number of stamp:
printed, quality control did not exist. This makes some of the
flyspecks so common, you can still find whole sheets with the vari-
eties still included.

How do you know if you have a variety? | use both Netto and
Michel catalogues as my reference. Both reference catalstoes
the position or positions in which one of these varieties exist in the
sheet.

Other countries have reference materials that are spemifibdt
country. Is this something you may want to pursue?

Nobody can tell you what to collect or how to collect.
Just get out and have fun and enjoy what you collect, whether it b

The next person yo
talk to about this may end up as as new stamp collector.
